	1. Briefly describe the field experience. What did you learn about technology facilitation and leadership from completing this field experience?
During this field experience, there was planning, designing, and creation of a WebQuest. Along the way, there were numerous opportunities to learn. I learned to analyze and evaluate WebQuests. I learned about the analysis, design, development, implementation and evaluation or ADDIE process. Learning to use Flipgrid to collaborate with classmates, learning and applying design principles, and analyzing and implementing universal design principles occurred during this experience. I learned how to hand code and embed information on a website. I also learned to edit, and layer audio files. The copyright experience enabled me to learn more about what teachers can and cannot do and helped me explain that to other educators.  I incorporated several design principles from this experience. I shared these principles and technological components, such as Google Tour Builder, with colleagues in my school and other districts.    


	2. How did this learning relate to the knowledge (what must you know), skills (what must you be able to do) and dispositions (attitudes, beliefs, enthusiasm) required of a technology facilitator or technology leader?  This WebQuest field experience added to my knowledge related to Social Studies and the types of activities that would interest students. It also added to my knowledge of technological resources available for teachers and students to use in facilitating and completing a WebQuest. This WebQuest was a great opportunity for me to combine my technological, pedagogical and knowledge. There are several skills that were developed and enhanced during this field experience. I used my research skills to select the most appropriate standard, most effective assignment and evaluate technological resources for students and teacher use. Incorporating my developing Universal Design skills were integral to the WebQuest. My technological skills were further developed by creating the website, videos, audio files, Padlet, and Google Tour. My pedagogical skills were exercised while creating the task, process and teacher page components of the WebQuest. Collaborating with my peers and colleagues while researching, designing and creating this WebQuest was most rewarding. Considering the feedback of my peers while developing the WebQuest, integrating constructive criticism from my peers and sharing my final product with the head of a Social Studies district improved my instructional practice as well as that of others. 

	3. Describe how this field experience impacted school improvement, faculty development or student learning at your school. How can the impact be assessed?
As our school continues to work toward our school improvement goals and increase our use of technology for student engagement and content mastery this field experience added another resource, the WebQuest. A few members of the faculty at my school assisted me by providing feedback on the WebQuest and the lead 6th grade teacher asked if I could share the link with her, so she could evaluate using it with the sixth-grade students. My 7th grade learning teammate and I evaluated the WebQuest and decided to implement the use of it for extension at the end of this year. Once exposed to the WebQuest, these educators envisioned our students actively engaged in their self-directed learning. The impact of the student mastery can be ascertained with school and state test results for geography skills.
